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To the public’s attention:

Most countries and their representation report daily the loss or theft of passports to the
headquarters of Interpol in Lyon, France. These reports automatically enter a database

available at international border crossings around the world.

In the event that an Israeli citizen founds his/her passport, after having already informed the
Israeli Police or the local police during a stay abroad of the loss of his/her passport, s/he shall
consider that the loss was reported to Interpol and registered in the world's lost passport
database. This means that this passport cannot be used anymore for any future entry or exit
at the border crossings in many countries. In such situation, the citizen is required to obtain a

travel document at the nearest Israeli embassy.
