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Thank you Mr. Vice President,
Over the past months, there has been a dangerous spike in antisemitism on a global scale. 

As we know, antisemitism predates October 7. But since Hamas’ brutal terrorist attack, Jew-hatred has reached new levels, threatening Jews across the world.

There should be no doubt, the October 7 terrorist attack must be seen through the lens of Hamas’ genocidal and antisemitic ideology.  

Indeed, Hamas founding Charter explicitly states - and I quote: “The Day of Judgment will not come about until Muslims fight Jews and kill them." 

— In 2019, a senior member of Hamas detailed the group’ vision as: “Cut Off Heads,’ ‘Slit Throats,’ and ‘Slaughter Every Jew on the Planet’”. 

The demonization of Jews is unfortunately not limited to Hamas. It is also promoted in textbooks in Palestinian and UNRWA’s schools.

Those who justify Hamas’ actions, those who find excuses to the targeting of Jews across the world, those who fight against the IHRA working definition of antisemitism, only encourage more hatred and violence.
