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Thank you Mr. President,

· Last Saturday, in Zurich, a Jewish man was stabbed. The 15 years old attacker had called - and  I quote - for a “global war against Jews”; 
· In Chile, a synagogue was vandalized with spray-painted graffiti reading, “Free Palestine, overthrow Zionism”.
· In Tunisia, hundreds of people set fire to and damaged the walls of a Jewish holy site in Al-Hammah.
· In Austria, the Jewish cemetery in Vienna was desecrated with swastikas and the word “Hitler”, and a fire was lit in a ceremonial hall.
· On October 7, during the Jewish holiday of Simhat Torah, thousands of Hamas terrorists invaded Israel to butcher, rape, torture and kidnap as many Israelis and Jews as possible, representing the worst antisemitic attack since the end of the Holocaust..

These few examples are unfortunately only a drop in the tsunami of hate that has been hitting Jewish communities and individuals worldwide for the past 5 months. 

Human Rights are universal. But it seems that Jewish hatred is universal too. Over centuries, it has taken many shapes and forms, it has mutated. But since October 7, it has been once again unleashed. Under the false cover of freedom of opinion and assembly, annihilation slogans, intimidation marches, threats and attacks have targeted Jews across the globe on a daily basis.

In this context of religious hatred, I would like to ask the panelists :
1. What concrete measures could the United Nations, States and civil society organizations take to combat all forms of Jewish hatred?
