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Arrival protocol and health services for MASHAV  trainees:
On Covid 19:
In order to welcome all participants in MASHAV programs in Israel, we would like to stress the following protocol:
1. All candidates/participants must be fully vaccinated against Covid 19 or recovering  from Covid-19 – medical certificate must be presented to the embassy upon initial registration. The responsibility to provide these documents lies upon  the participant or the sending institute.

2. Negative PCR - Every participant will have to present, upon embarking the flight, A NEGATIVE PCR test taken no longer than 72 hours prior to the flight. The participant or the sending institute are responsible for it.

3. Serological test- we ask that all participants take a serological test prior to their arrival. The decisive serological result will be of the exam in Israel, but we ask you to take it in your country to avoid possible situation where a visitor will not be able to stay in Israel dur to negative results of the Serological test.

4. Flights – we recommend that all participants will arrive to Israel on the same flight to facilitate the entrance to Israel. Do not purchase the flights tickets prior to approval of candidates lists and results of the Serological test!!!

5. In Israel:
a. PCR test - Upon arriving to Israel a PCR test is obligatory. We must emphasize that a person whose test will result positive, will have to immediately enter a quarantine of 14 days at their own expenses. The health insurances does not cover quarantine. 
b. Serological test - Upon entering Israel, the participant will have to take a serological test (at the airport or at the nearest possible lab). These will be organized by MASHAV. If the Serological test result is negative, the participant will have to enter quqarntine for 10 days or embark immediately on a return flight at their own expenses
c. Any costs inflicted on the participant due to  Positive PCR test or Negative Serological test , are in any way or form not MASHAV'S responsibility and are solely on the participant and/or the sending country/institute.( including quarantine hotel, change of flights etc').
      ***Please be advised that until the arrival of the tests results, up to 24 hours, you may not leave the hotel's room. 

6. Prior to returning to home, please make sure to follow all the requirements of your respectful authorities and relevant airlines. ( PCR tests etc'). We will arrange a group PCR test up to 72 hours prior to embarquing. 

General Health Services:
1. MASHAV'S Medical form/declaration must be completed and delivered by all candidates to the embassies of Israel with your candidacy forms. 
2. MASHAV'S Medical insurance covers only medical services and hospitalization in case of emergency. It does not cover the treatment of chronic or existing conditions, specific medications taken by the participant on a regular basis, dental care and eyeglasses. Participants will be responsible for all other expenses, which are not covered by the insurance policy. Israeli Health authorities recommend that all visitors to Israel make sure they have been vaccinated against tetanus in the last ten years.
