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ON NOVEMBER 1, 1943, CHURCHILL, ROOSEVELT, AND STALIN signed the Moscow Declaration warning the
“Hitlerite Huns” that they will be held accountable for their crimes and pursued to “the uttermost ends
of the earth.” On August 8, 1945, after the uttermost ends of the earth.”

On August 8, 1945, after the unconditional surrender of Nazi Germany, the four Allied powers signed the
London Agreement creating thelnternational Military Tribunal for the trial of the major Nazi war criminals
and the leading Nazi organizations. These trials served as the model for subsequent proceedings against
thousands of less prominent Nazi war criminals.
